RITUALS AND TRADITIONS

Do you celebrate baptismal birthdays in your home? Here are some ideas for develop-ing a practice of baptismal remembrance:
List the baptism dates of each household member on your home calendar.
Celebrate each baptismal birthday with a special meal to honor the baptized person. Invite godparents or other faith
mentors to attend.

Give faith-related gifts on baptismal birthdays.
Ask godparents to write a letter to their godchild each year. Keep these in a special book.
Each year take photos of the baptized person at your church font. Ask your Pas-tor to give the person a special blessing.
